COST SHARING

1 The Older Americans Act in 2000 authorized
States to implement cost sharing.

1 Cost Sharing Is a means for programs to
collect additional program income to expand
services to older adults

+ Prior to 2000 programs were only allowed to
solicit and collect voluntary contributions




Cost Sharing (cont’d)

1 After 2000

programs are allowed to charge

fees to individuals for certain programs

1 Cost Sharing Fees cannot be collected from
participants under the Poverty Level
established by the Division

1 For Cost S

naring the Poverty Level is

established at a minimum of 185% of the
Federal Poverty Guidelines
